Adolescence has always been an awkwardstage where teens struggle to build their own identity,

seek autonomyand learn about intimacy. These things all cause a certain level of anxiety,but

they are not really new.

What is new is the environment that we live in, and it is this fast-paced,perpetually plugged-in

society that sets the tone for the messages and expectations that teens receive every day. Due to

varying pressures around school, work, families, relationships, social media and the seemingly

endless series of transitions involved in simply being an adolescent,teenstoday are indeed under

more stress than ever before.

Today, teenagers are expected to know what they want to do where they want to goto school

and in which field they would like to work earlier than ever before. They are also expected to

dowell,andare put on "success" trackseven in elementary school.They have to do well because

it is assumedthat allchildren willgoto university. Further, they must get into the bestuniversityif

thev wantto 'succeed" and be competitive in today'sjob market. This is a lot of pressureon teens.
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Theoverwhelming majority of teens today are tethered to a smartphone or other device that keeps

them linkedon social networking sites. Their every move is judged by their peers,whether their

peers are their true, real live friends or the 1254 "friends"on Facebook or followerson Twitter.

So,the pressure is always on to be cute,clever., sexy,smart and popular because social networking

sites are the modem-day "hangout spot",where teens spend a huge chunk of each day. It can be

exhausting.
